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Getting Married? 
An ABC Overview 

 
Getting married is an exciting step in life and we at Atascadero Bible Church are here to help you build a Christ-
centered foundation for your marriage and to help you become the husband and wife God intends for you to be. 
 
To get you started in the marriage process, we have provided an overview of the procedures for getting married at 
or through ABC.  We recommend that you allow a minimum of six months to allow time for approval, premarital 
counseling, and for scheduling your desired date/room and pastor/elder for your wedding. 
 
As you begin your new life together as a couple, we also invite you to take advantage of the communities, events, 
resources, and seminars geared toward engaged and married couples.  Our desire is to help you grow, connect, 
be equipped, and mobilized in your marriage. 
 
We have outlined several steps to help you build a satisfying, love and grace-filled marriage that will honor God 
and last a lifetime.  Through the years we have seen God’s best come from solid, intentional preparation for 
marriage.  The time you spend during your engagement should be viewed as an investment in the life you will live 
together.

Step 1: Obtain Pastoral Recommendation for Marriage 
 
Before scheduling the church building for your wedding, or requesting an ABC pastor or elder to officiate, you 
must be approved to be married by our church.  The 2-B-1 Registration Forms found on pages 11-21 of the 
marriage packet are used as a tool for the ABC pastoral staff to assess your relationship based upon ABC’s 
Marriage Policy found on pages 5-6 of this same packet.  Please provide as much detail as possible on these 
forms.  
 
Once we have received all your completed forms (see Pastoral Approval Form on page 32 for list of required 
forms), it will be reviewed by a pastor.  The pastor will contact you to set up an appointment to go over the packet 
and ask any additional questions he might have.  In addition, you can use the meeting as an opportunity to ask 
questions regarding getting married at ABC.  The process for a pastor to review your application and recommend 
that you proceed in the premarital program can take 2-3 weeks.  Once the process is completed, you will receive 
an email from the church confirming your 2-B-1 program registration (Step 2, below) and other information.  
Please note that this recommendation is not a commitment to perform the wedding, only to move forward in 
preparing the couple for marriage. 
  
Step 2: Premarital Counseling (ABC’s 2-B-1 Program) 
 
The elders of ABC have designed a marriage preparatory program for engaged couples called 2-B-1 for the 
purpose of teaching God's principles regarding marriage and encouraging couples to glorify God in their marriage.   
Couples who wish to be married in our church or by one of our pastors or elders are required to complete this 
program.  Please note that you are not required to complete the program prior to obtaining ABC wedding 
approval. 
The 2-B-1 program includes three components: meeting with an ABC pastor (to determine readiness and to plan 
ceremony details), attending the 2-B-1 premarital classes (taught over two weekends), and regular meetings with 
a mentor couple.  The pastor will request periodic feedback from the mentor couple and may schedule 
subsequent meetings with the engaged couple.  Additional information and an application for the 2-B-1 program 
are found on pages 11-21. 
If you have completed or will complete a premarital counseling course at another church, please provide 
information regarding the content, format, and duration of the class on the 2-B-1 Registration Form along with 
contact information for the leader/counselor of the premarital counseling program.  If you have questions or 
scheduling concerns, please contact Jay Ables at 805 466-2051.

2-B-1 PROGRAM STRUCTURE 
The 2-B-1 program consists of three primary parts: classroom instruction (two weekends), regular 
meetings with a mentor couple, and meetings with the pastor performing your wedding.  In 
addition, you will take an online assessment that will assist you as well as your mentor couple in 
marriage preparation.  A pastor will go over the results of the assessment with you.  Premarital 
mentoring is a crucial foundation for a strong marriage.  2-B-1’s premarital mentors have strong 
marriages and have a passion to walk with couples like you through this season of life.  You will 
meet with your mentor couple for a minimum of 8 sessions prior to your wedding.  Your mentor 
couple will also stay in contact with you on a regular basis after you have completed the study 
material - including after your wedding - to provide prayer and encouragement as you enter this 
new stage of life.  The 2-B-1 weekend classes and a commitment to the mentoring meetings are 
required for couples who are getting married at/through ABC. 
 
2-B-1 TOPICS 
 
You may attend any 2-B-1 weekend classes that are held prior to your wedding, and we 
encourage couples to begin the program as early in the engagement as possible. The program 
consists of 8-10 hours of classroom sessions (two Friday evenings and two Saturday mornings), 
followed by multiple mentor meetings.  Topics include (but are not limited to): Biblical foundations 
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of marriage, expectations, roles, personality, communication, family, finances, selflessness and 
sexual intimacy.

Purity Covenant 
(For the Couple) 

 
 

From the world’s viewpoint, maintaining sexual purity before marriage seems like cruel and unusual 
punishment.  Many people consider it strange if a couple does not sleep together before they are 
married.  “After all,” they say, “shouldn’t they find out whether they are sexually compatible?”  
However, God’s word is very clear about how we ought to act as Christians. Please see the following 
verses that express God’s perspective of sex. (Exodus 20:14; 2 Timothy 2:22; Ephesians 1:4; 1 Peter 
1:14-16; 2 Peter 1:5-7; Hebrews 13:4; Philippians 4:8; and Romans 16:19.) 
 
Sexual purity is especially difficult during the engagement period. You have declared your 
commitment and you naturally want to consummate the relationship. You may even feel married at 
times. Yet what better opportunity to establish your relationship and build trust in one another by 
obeying God than on this key point. 
 
Sexual purity means much more than not having sexual intercourse before marriage. Many couples 
avoid intercourse but are still sexually intimate. Look again at the verses previously mentioned.  
Scripture defines sexual purity as being morally excellent. And moral excellence means being holy. It 
means avoiding the appearance of evil. It means purity of thought as well as purity of deed. It means 
protecting one another’s innocence from being stained by evil. 
 
I Thessalonians 4:3-8 “For this is the will of God, your sanctification; that is, that you abstain from 
sexual immorality; that each of you know how to possess his own vessel in sanctification and honor, 
not in lustful passion, like the Gentiles who do not know God; and that no man transgress and 
defraud his brother in the matter because the Lord is the avenger in all these things, just as we also 
told you before and solemnly warned you. For God has not called us for the purpose of impurity, but 
in sanctification. Consequently, he who rejects this is not rejecting man but the God who gives His 
Holy Spirit to you.” 
 
I Corinthians 6:18-20 “Flee immorality. Every other sin that a man commits is outside the body, 
but the immoral man sins against his own body. Or do you not know that your body is a temple of 
the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and that you are not your own?  For you 
have been bought with a price: therefore, glorify God in you body.” 
 
Acts 24:16 “In view of this, I also do my best to maintain always a blameless conscience both before 
God and before men.” 
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All Couples must Comply to the following: 
 
 
 Prerequisites: 

 
1. Couples may not live together prior to marriage, if you currently do; please find 
other living arrangements prior to participating in ABC’s premarital classes/ministry 
(See 1 Thessalonians 5:22).  Your ABC pastor or elder will share with you how this is 
God’s perfect plan for your life together. 
 
2. All couples must be legally divorced from prior marriages and currently single. 
(see Matthew 5:31-32 and I Corinthians 7). 
 
3. Couples will abstain from pre-marital sex during the courting process and sign 
the Purity Covenant below. If you have not abstained, it will be addressed during 
counseling, but you must choose to abstain for the remainder of your engagement 
in order to proceed (I Thessalonians 4:3). 
 
4. Couples must enlist Accountability Partners to help them keep their Covenant.

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ABC On-site Wedding Policies 
 
Please review the policies below and complete the attached On-site Wedding Application if you plan to 
hold your wedding and/or reception at ABC. 
 
PROCESS FOR SETTING THE DATE FOR YOUR CEREMONY   
Before the church can be reserved for your ceremony, you must be approved to be married at ABC.   This 
involves completing the 2-B-1 Registration Form and having a pastor review it.  The 2-B-1 program must then be 
completed before the wedding date.  Alternative premarital counseling courses must be approved prior to the 
submission of your wedding application.  
 
Membership is not required to have a wedding at our church.  Couples who attend another church or who do 
not have a church home may use ABC’s building for weddings and receptions provided they comply with our 
marriage policies and premarital counseling requirements. 
 
Please submit the ABC On-site Wedding Application with your 2-B-1 application. 
 
Please plan at least 6 months ahead when requesting the church for your wedding.   
 
TIME AND LOCATION CONSTRAINTS 
For Saturday weddings in the Worship Center, or Downtown, room must be vacated by 1:30pm (i.e., the 
ceremony and photos must conclude by 1:30pm).  If the gym or E102/103 is used for the wedding and/or 
reception, the event must end by 3:00pm. 
 
Please note that weddings may not be scheduled in the building on Sunday mornings.    
 
COSTS 
Please contact the church administrator’s office for details regarding the cost of having your wedding and/or 
reception at ABC.  Below is a list of basic charges for those using church facilities for their wedding/reception at 
ABC.  These charges do not include a ministerial honorarium; suggested honorarium is $300 for non-members 
and $200 for members.

*Note: The AV/tech fee includes one tech person for the setup, rehearsal, strike/reset if needed, wedding, 
strike/reset.  It also covers an overhead for lamps and other disposables. The fee includes what one person can 
reasonably contribute to the wedding party.  We would provide a basic microphone package for the wedding party 
and some talent.  We would also provide a PowerPoint slide or two on the screens that could be left up for the 
duration of the program and perhaps a few transitions if the tech person is able to do so.  It would also cover 
basic stage lights and house lights as accessible by the small dimmer bank on the wall in the control area.  
Anything beyond this is subject to additional fees. 
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CHURCH WEDDING COORDINATOR 
Atascadero Bible Church has a Church Wedding Coordinator who will contact you once you are officially on the 
church calendar.   
 
The ABC Church Wedding Coordinator must be present at your ceremony regardless of any other wedding 
coordinators you have personally hired to assist you.  The ABC Wedding Coordinator will act as a liaison and 
helper in working through the details of planning the actual execution of your wedding in the building.  Specifically, 
the Church Wedding Coordinator will help in the following ways: 
 

• Interview the bride-to-be. 
• Coordinate the use and placement of all wedding supplies. 
• Coordinate and direct the rehearsal (if on-site). 
• Coordinate the reception (if on-site). 
• Receive flowers. 
• Ensures return of all wedding supplies to storage and clean up by janitor. 
• Provide other supplies as needed by Bride or Groom (iron, sewing needle, etc.). 
• Coordinates use of facilities with Bride-designated Wedding Coordinator (if applicable). 
• Responsible for seeing that facilities used are set up as requested by the Bride/Groom. 
• Responsible for seeing that facilities used are returned to original condition. 

 
The Church Wedding Coordinator, along with the Bride and Groom, plans the wedding under the authority of the 
officiating minister.  The Church Wedding Coordinator will direct the wedding rehearsal as well as oversee the 
wedding ceremony.

ROOM PREPARATION & RESTORATION 
Preparation and restoration of the rooms, such as cleanup and replacement of items, will be done by the 
custodian.  This person will prepare the church for the wedding and rehearsal.  Opening the building, arranging 
for heat/air conditioning and lighting will be done by the Wedding Coordinator. 
 
AISLE RUNNER 
The church does not have an aisle runner.  If you choose to have your ceremony in the Worship Center and 
decide to rent an aisle runner, the aisle is 54 feet long.  For other rooms, please work with ABC’s Wedding 
Coordinator to determine aisle length. 
 
MUSIC AND MUSICIANS 
Please remember that your wedding ceremony is a worship service.  The music should serve to glorify and praise 
God for joining the bride and groom in one heart and mind. Musicians are the responsibility of the wedding party.  
ABC, however, will be glad to recommend qualified musicians if so desired.   
 
DANCING 
Dancing is not permitted.   
 
PHOTOGRAPHS AND VIDEO TAPING 
The photographer may take pictures during the processional and recessional portion of the service.  Non-flash 
pictures may be taken during the ceremony as long as they remain inconspicuous and quiet.  The wedding party 
may return for as many pictures as required after the wedding ceremony.  Videotaping is permitted. 
 
FLOWERS AND DECORATIONS 
Florists are required to check in with the church’s wedding coordinator prior to decorating the sanctuary or any 
other part of the church. Flowers must be in rust-free, leak-proof containers.  No nails, tacks, or tape are to be 
used. 
 
Decorations may be used as long as they do not cause damage to walls or structures.  No nails, tacks, or tape 
are permitted.  Candles must be dripless and will be provided by ABC.  (The Coordinator may have suggestions 
where to rent decorations, or to hire a decorator.)  Decorations must be removed the day of the wedding, 
immediately after the ceremony.  Decorations for the reception must be removed immediately after the reception.   
 
Church premises should be left clean and in the same condition they were in prior to the wedding.  The Church 
Wedding Church Coordinator will verify that the premises have been cleaned appropriately. 
 
TABLES AND CHAIRS 
ABC can provide tables and chairs for your event.  Our round tables are 60 inches in diameter and will seat 8-10 
people.  ABC also has numerous rectangle tables.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
CATERER AND FOOD PREPARATION 
The ABC Café does not provide food for events, but an outside caterer may be hired.  If you use a caterer, the 
caterer must meet with the Administrator prior to the event. 
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WEDDING SUPPLIES / ACCESSORIES 
The church has a grand piano.  Other available equipment from ABC:  4 white candelabra (candles provided); [1 
unity stand]; 1 guest book podium. 
 
AUDIO / VISUAL 
The sound system is not to be used or adapted for use with other equipment.  Arrangements for a sound system 
engineer to run the system and/or provide audio (cassette) taping of the wedding ceremony will be made at least 
4-6 weeks prior to your ceremony by the ABC’s Church Wedding Coordinator.  There is a charge for this.  A 
charge will be imposed for additional items needed. 
 
RICE / CONFETTI 
Rice and confetti are not allowed.  Birdseed is permitted outside of the building beyond the entry walkway. It is not 
to be thrown in any part of the building. 
 
SMOKING /ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES 
It is expected that members of the wedding party will refrain from consuming alcoholic beverages immediately 
preceding or during the rehearsal and the wedding.  Should you use ABC for your reception, no alcoholic 
beverages are to be used during the reception, nor are any alcoholic beverages allowed elsewhere on the 
premises.  There shall be no smoking in any part of Atascadero Bible Church.  It is the bride and groom’s 
responsibility to familiarize all members of the wedding party with these policies. 
 
PERSONAL ITEMS / VALUABLES 
Atascadero Bible Church is not responsible for any personal property, including automobiles, or property in 
automobiles on the church premises.  Members of the wedding party should not leaver purses, clothing or any 
other valuables unattended. 
 
CHANGES IN POLICIES AND PROCEDURES 
Please contact the Church Wedding Coordinator as soon as possible if you wish to make any special 
arrangements not addressed in this policy.  The musicians, friends who attend ABC, and ABC custodians do not 
have the authority to change these policies.
